At 7:35 PM Chairman Benner called the meeting to order.  

The following items were discussed at this workshop meeting.
1. The snow removal cost for the last snow storm was $14.00 per mile.
2. A communication on Conservation Security Program/Monocacy River Watershed was distributed.
3. A motion may be needed at the next Supervisor’s Board meeting to advertise for adoption of the Monocacy and Conococheague Stormwater Management Plan.  A fees schedule may be needed.  A motion was made at the February 7, 2006 meeting.
4. Solicitor Heiser should be proceeding with drafting school bus stop set-back ordinance amendment.
5. Some of the Orrtanna Treatment Plant sewer lines were video taped.
6. If the Board decides to withdraw from the Fairfield Regional EMA an ordinance will need to be adopted.
7. The Board discussed the possibility of limiting the public comments to a certain time period.  In other organizations there is a three minute time limit.
8. The Board discussed the possibility of the Township wanting additional EDU’s from the new Fairfield’s sewer treatment plant. 
9. There has not been anything submitted recently for the Gauss Subdivision Plan.

 No road maintenance agreement had been submitted to date to the Township.
10. The Township’s animal ordinance needs to be refined.  As previously discussed, the Board must continue to research possibilities.  
11. Road Master Deardorff will do a follow up inspection of the Bolin’s property.
12. Mount Hope Road and Gum Springs Road numbers need to be corrected. 

13. If the proposed Ordinance Amendment from Cornerstone can be classified as Article 15, Section 1501, Landowner Curative Amendment the Board may need to hold a special meeting to accept or deny the amendment.  Chairman Benner will consult with Solicitor Heiser. 
14. Police Coordinator Reamer suggested that the Board change the wording on the police contract so that the police coordinator can be any Board member.
15. The pension plans have been reviewed.
16. The Board would like to research grant funding for updating the Township’s facility.  A motion should be made at the Board meeting to proceed.
17. Some areas on Old Waynesboro Road should be repaired using hot mix; hopefully ISP Mineral will pay a portion of the repair cost.
18. New street lights placements and wattages were explained.
