July 5, 2006

At 7:30 PM Chairman Benner called the meeting to order and those present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of the Minutes

Police Coordinator Reamer made a motion to approve the June 6, 2006 Supervisor’s Board meeting minutes, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 


Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the Growing Greener:  Conservation By Design meeting minutes of June 13, 2006, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
Public Comments  


Ms. Wojcik was representing Barbara Buckland for a possible one lot subdivision off Sanders Lane, Fairfield, PA.  Sanders Lane is a private lane.   There was a discussion concerning new subdivisions off private lanes.   There was a note on the original approved plans not to allow any more land to be subdivided.  No decisions or actions were taken.  Ms. Buckland was instructed to obtain consent from the other residents on Sanders Lane as to their approval of another lot being added to the existing road maintenance agreement before any future action could be taken by the Township.
Planning Commission


Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve the Fowler’s one lot subdivision off Old Waynesboro Road, Fairfield, PA seconded by Chairman Benner.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  Mr. Fowler asked why this simple one lot subdivision took so long to obtain approval.  Secretary/Treasurer Dille stated that the delay was from the Fowler’s stormwater management plan and not the Board of Supervisors or the Planning Commission.  Mr. Fowler stated that the stormwater plan was expensive.  Road Master Deardorff stated everyone must submit a stormwater management plan even if you have flat land because it is mandated by DEP.  Mr. Fowler wants to install his own driveway using 15 inch pipe over a period of time.  Road Master Deardorff and Mr. Fowler will consult on how Mr. Fowler is to install the driveway.

Chairman Benner made a motion to approve the Carroll Valley Farm/Jay Edward Deardorff’s one lot subdivision along Carrolls Tract Road, Fairfield, PA. pending DEP approval and the word “final” on the plans, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board approved this motion, with Road Master Jay Edward Deardorff abstaining.


Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve Harry Rood’s five lot land additions and land exchange with Robert Kiehl, pending owner’s certification, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. This is around Five Forks Lane, Fairfield, PA.

Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve Robert Kiehl’s land addition with Harry Rood, pending owner’s certification, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  This is around Five Forks Lane, Fairfield, PA 


Road Master Deardorff made a motion to approve the Snyder’s preliminary/final one lot subdivision plan off Cold Springs Road, Fairfield, PA., pending DEP approval and supplying more paper copies of the subdivision plan to the Township, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  


Supervisor Gordon made a motion to forward a correspondence from Attorney Yannetti concerning David Sites’ request to rezone the Mae White Woerner remaining property to Mixed Residential District (R-3), and to attach Police Coordinator Reamer’s correspondence dated July 3, 2006 for the Planning Commission to consider the request, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
Solicitor’s Report


Supervisor Gordon made a motion to waive note number 5 on the subdivision plan of El Vista Orchard, Inc. dated June 10, 2005, relative to Lot 2 being conveyed to the adjourning property of Jimmy Coover as a lot addition to be waived so as to allow C.V.D.A., LLP. to buy Lot 2 from El Vista Orchard, Inc. it being understood that such lot will then be subdivided by C.V.D.A., LLP. to include an additional lot containing approximately one-quarter of an acre to be transferred and conveyed to Jimmy Coover, seconded Road Master Deardorff.  The Board approved this motion with Chairman James E. Benner abstaining.  Jimmy Coover will receive sufficient land to improve his septic system via the land addition when the final new subdivision plan is approved.
Zoning Officer’s Report


Zoning Officer Nicks gave the following report.  He issued 17 permits. One permit was issued for each of the following: a workshop, a shed, an enclosed porch, and a garage.  Three well permits were issued.  Four new house permits issued.  Six Use and Occupancy Permits were issued.  He attended two meetings; supervisor’s meeting public and a meeting with Mr. Bourque concerning zoning and subdivision requirements.  He completed seven inspections; five inspections involving well permits.  The debris that was the Hartlaub’s trailer on Tapeworm Lane, Fairfield, PA has not been removed yet. He went to Fairfield Treasures at 4301 Fairfield Road, Fairfield, PA to obtain measurements.  He wrote a correspondence to Mr. Cherry, realtor for Mr. Regnier. Mr. Regnier wants to purchase the Fairfield Treasure’s; he would like to continue the flower shop business and convert the remaining space into a couple of apartments.  There is not adequate parking for all businesses that Mr. Regnier wants to operate.  Noye’s well on Jack’s Mountain Road, Fairfield has not been installed to the Hamiltonban Township’s Well Ordinance to date. There was a discussion concerning properties being subdivided off private roads.  Russell Ryan, at 3901 Fairfield Road, Fairfield, PA., was issued a permit for a roof shelter and a small shed.  Mrs. Ryan is selling native Pennsylvania plants, which is permitted in the Agriculture Zoning District without having to obtain a home occupation permit.  Carl Bower, Jr. concerns have been completed to satisfaction.  Solicitor Heiser has not heard from Nicholas concerning the debris at the formal Indian Trail Inn, Iron Springs Road, Fairfield, PA.  The Township has not received any new information concerning Camp Eder recreational vehicle zoning hearing request.  Zoning Officer Nicks worked 48 hours, traveled 247 miles, had 70 telephone calls, and telephone charge of $12.49.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve the June 2006 Zoning Officer’s Report, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
Treasure’s Report


Secretary/Treasurer Dille stated 439.37 June Rain Storm Damage expense account was been added to the Profit and Loss Statement.  Adams County was declared a disaster area by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania after the June 27, 2006 rain storm but Federal Emergency Management Agency disaster declaration is still pending.  The annual Adams County/Fairfield Library donation was made.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve the June 2006 Treasurer’s Report as presented, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.

Approval of Expenditures


Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the June 2006 expenditures as presented, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Secretary Report None at this time

Vice-chairman Eckert requested that the Secretary/Treasurer Dille notify the proper authority to monitor the standing water at the Fairfield Post Office for the West Nile Virus mosquitoes. 
Police Report


Police Officer Larmer gave the following June 2006 Police Report.  Police Officer Larmer had 47 complaints; one arrest, seven investigations, 12 traffic incidents, issued three warnings and two criminal complaints.  She traveled 1,305 miles, used 120 gallon of fuel, for 10.87 miles per gallon fuel consumption.  She has scheduled her vacation in August.  

Officer Larmer thanked all the residents that assisted in the June 27, 2006 Rain Storm. The Fountiandale Fire Company and Mr. Wagerman helped by removing a large tree off Iron Springs Road, Fairfield, PA.  Supervisor Robert Gordon, Zoning Officer Milton Nicks, and Shaffer Saw Mill aided in the mud slide on Mount Hope Road, Fairfield, PA.  Fairfield Landscaping, Brian Haines, Supervisor James Benner helped on Cold Springs Road, Fairfield, PA.  Mr. Fowler and several property owners cleaned out cross pipes and ditches to allow the stormwater to flow.   Several fire police officers spent many wet hours at flood closed roads around the Township especially at the intersection of Cold Springs Road and Carrolls Tract Road, Fairfield, PA.  Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the June 2006 Police Report as presented, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

EMA Report

 
Hamiltonban Township Emergency Management Coordinate Wills was monitoring the conditions on June 27, 2006.  The Township paid him for his mileage but he did not charge for his time.  Hamiltonban Township Emergency Management Deputy Larry Schneider is recovering from his hip replacement and is using a walker.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve the June 2006 EMA Report, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
At 8:30 PM Vice-chairman Eckert left this meeting to attend another meeting in Gettysburg, PA.

Road Report


Road Master Deardorff gave the following June 2006 Road Report.  

· On June 27, 2006 the area received 11.25 inches of rain.
· Ditch cleaning and berm repairs were started on Mount Carmel Road, Orrtanna, PA before June 27, 2006 rain storm.
· The hill on Mount Hope Road, Fairfield, PA will require major relief ditching on top of the bank to help eliminate any future mud slides.
· On the two steepest hills on Cold Springs Road, Fairfield, PA for approximately 1.5 miles the road and shoulders were severely damaged.
· The Township should advertise to sell the old one ton dump truck, as is, with snowplow and spreader.  The engine is blown.
· The 2007 Ford XLT should arrive within the next three weeks.

· The Township has placed travel at your risk signs and traffic cones in the damaged areas along Cold Springs Road, Fairfield, PA.

· The Township is starting to repair the flood damage on Cold Springs Road from the bottom working up the hills.  Bleeder ditches to stream will need to be re-defined and retained by # 4 aggregate. Stream bank pressure points need to be retained by R 6 rip rap. All ground stabilization and seeding will need to be completed.  All ditches will need to be retained with # 4 aggregate and bermed with # 2A aggregate, rolled, and compacted.  Road Master Deardorff stated that the stream needs to be put back where it was so that the road can be put back where it was.  There is one lane of travel in a couple of places along Cold Springs Road, Fairfield, PA. The Road Crew called PA One to insure no utility lines will be in the areas of restoration. The Township reported road damage cost of $500,000 to Adams County Emergency Management Agency.  The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania has declared Adams County as a disaster area.  Hopefully the Federal Government will declare the county as a disaster area and that funding will be made available.  Road Master Deardorff is consulting with other experts as to how to draft an action plan for the extensive damage along Cold Springs Road, Fairfield, PA.

Road Master Deardorff made a motion to sell the Chevrolet one ton dump truck, as is, with snowplow and spreader for a minimum bid of $500.00, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 


Chairman Benner made a motion to approve Resolution 03-2006 for the purchase of the 2007 Ford XLT with the Township funding approximately one half of the cost, $17,145, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 


Chairman Benner made a motion to approve the June 2006 Road Report, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
Sewer Plant


Road Master Deardorff made a motion to purchase and install a new lagoon liner for lagoon number two for $14,000, seconded by Chairman Benner.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  This is an emergency repair.  The Supervisors, William F. Hill, Inc. engineer Fred Heerbrandt, and DEP were notified.

Road Master Deardorff reported that the new sewer liner for lagoon number two should be delivered and installed in the next two to three weeks. 


Chairman Benner made a motion to accept the June 2006 Sewer Report, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  

New Business


Chairman Benner made a motion to approve Police Coordinator Reamer and Supervisor Gordon to attend Developing and Managing Your Municipal Budget class on September 12, 2006 at Mechanicsburg, PA. for a cost of $50.00 each, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

The Hamiltonban Township’s Supervisors are in compliance with the basic National Incident Command course requirements.  Police Coordinator Reamer stated there are other National Incident Command courses available but not required at this time.

Old Business


Chairman Benner stated that Sprint/Embarq has denied the Township’s request to include 794 in the toll free local calling area.  The Township would go to federal court to try to get a judgment requiring Sprint/Embarq adding 794 as a toll free local calling area but this would be very expensive. The Township withdrew the request.
