Police Coordinator Reamer stated there is a possibility of a new subdivision beside Valley Quarries, Inc., Fairfield, PA.  This possible new lot could be used as a land exchange for property behind 23 Carrolls Tract Road, Fairfield, PA.  The Township is still interested in a new facility.


The Township has started the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) and Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency (PEMA) funding processes to repair the June 27, 2006 rain storm damage to the roads and bridges in the entire Township.  All reasonable repairs to pre-storm conditions will be paid.  There will be several forms and procedures that will need to be followed and completed to receive funding.  FEMA will pay 75% and PEMA will pay 25% of all reasonable costs.  Because of the declared emergencies, DEP will be aiding in permit approval.


With the promised funding for storm damage roads, the Township may repair a portion of Zoo Road, Fairfield, and a portion of lower Cold Springs Road as previously discussed with the annual State Liquid Fuels Entitlement funding.  A different type of oil will need to be placed out for bid for these repairs.


The second effluent pump will need to be replaced at the Orrtanna Treatment Plant.  It is the last remaining original pump.  The lagoon must remain totally dry for several days before the lagoon liner can be installed.  All the materials have arrived therefore when weather permits, lagoon number two’s liner will be installed.  The Township spray field may need to be expanded in the future because it has a minimum amount of acres at the present time.  The spray field pipe system will need to be updated in the near future as the old system is continuing to be repaired.  Spray heads are wearing out.


The Nicholas's of the formal Indian Trail Inn are still not in total compliance with demolition but this is a soil conservation district issue.


Pippinfest is a Borough of Fairfield event.  The Township does not want to be involved with it. The Township does not want to incur cost for portable toilets or special fire police.


The Supervisors would like to have a joint municipality meeting concerning the McGinley Choice development.
