Regular Meeting Minutes

August 1, 2006

Supervisors Present:  Chairman James E. Benner, Vice-chairman William E. Eckert, Sr., Road Master Jay Edward Deardorff, Police Coordinator Coleen N. Reamer, and Supervisor Robert L. Gordon

Others Present:  Solicitor Henry O. Heiser, III, Police Officer Juanita Larmer, Zoning Officer Milton Nicks, Planning Commission Vice-chairman Stephen Jacobs, Planning Commission Secretary Pamela Wiehagen, EMA Coordinator Donald Wills, and Secretary/Treasurer LuAnn Dille

At 7:30 PM Chairman Benner called the meeting to order and those present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of the Minutes


Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the July 5, 2006 Supervisor’s Board meeting minutes with the two spelling corrections and the Workshop Meeting Minutes of July 26, 2006, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Public Comments  None at this time.

Planning Commission


Supervisor Gordon made a motion to request that a written correspondence be sent to the President of Fairfield Borough Council to schedule a joint workshop meeting of the Hamiltonban Township officials and the Borough of Fairfield officials to discuss the subdivision/development project McGinley’s Choice.  This meeting should include the Fairfield Borough’s Planning Commission members, Council members, their solicitor and engineer and to include Rob Thealer from Adams County Planning and Development.  Fairfield Borough’s Municipal Authority members, solicitor and engineer should also be invited to attend this meeting.  Hamiltonban Township’s Planning Commission members, Board of Supervisors, solicitor and engineer should also attend.  This motion was seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Supervisor Gordon made a motion to grant a ninety day extension to Empire Homes for the McGinley’s Choice development per their written request dated July 26, 2006, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  Secretary/Treasurer Dille will charge the subdivision submission fees to Empire Homes for McGinley’s Choice subdivision.

Chairman Benner made a motion to grant Empire Homes July 13, 2006 Request 1. Waiver from Section 804.18 B-Intersections for Union Avenue entire length, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  A copy of this request will be attached to the minutes.

Supervisor Gordon made a motion to table Request Waiver 2.  Waiver 804.18.C Approach length/straight course pending revised written documentation, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.   A revised map was hand carried to the meeting with the corrections on Kane Road/Iverson Road and Kershaw Road/Union Avenue intersections.  The written request will be submitted with the revised map for the next Planning Commission meeting.


Supervisor Gordon drafted a press release to inform the residents of the possible ordinance changes on the following items: Growing Greener:  Conservation By Design, animal control, nuisances-vehicular and non-vehicular, private roads, shared driveways, panhandle lots, zoning and land development changes.  There was a discussion on placing paid advertisements, what newspapers and the possibilities of holding an open house.  No action was taken.
Solicitor’s Report


Solicitor Heiser recommended approval of Resolutions 05-2006 and 06-2006.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to adopt Resolution 05-2006 Changing the definition and active participant section of the non-uniform retirement plan, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Police Coordinator Reamer made a motion to adopt Resolution 06-2006 Changing vesting and service requirements on the uniform pension plan, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Solicitor Heiser stated he has reviewed the fourth and most likely the final draft of the McGinley’s Choice/Fairfield Municipal Agreement.  The sewer lines will be dedicated to the Fairfield Municipal Authority and they will be totally responsible for all concerns.  The Township did not request any additional capacity for the Township and therefore Hamiltonban Township has no financial responsibilities in the new sewer treatment plant.

At 8:03 PM there was an Executive Session concerning the Nicholas property/former Indian Trail Inn, Fairfield, PA.  Zoning Officer Nicks was invited to attend. The Executive Session ended at 8:12 PM.

Police Coordinator Reamer stated that David Sites should be contacted concerning text amendment and re-zoning changes before a public hearing date is set for Growing Greener:  Conservation By Design.  Solicitor Heiser  volunteered to make the  contact.

Valley Quarries has verbally agreed to a land swap with the Township.


Supervisor Gordon stated that Thomas Brown of 384 Mount Hope Road, Fairfield, PA has not removed the trash around his property per Officer Larmer warning.  Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion for Officer Larmer to write citations for all violations on the property, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  Hamiltonban Township’s Sewer Enforcement Office Picarelli will be instructed to send a certified correspondence to Thomas Brown of 384 Mount Hope Road, Fairfield, PA for sewer holding tank violations.  


Solicitor Heiser has had no communications from Sharon Harbaugh concerning the removal of demolition materials from the trailer on Tapeworm Lane.  At 8:24 PM Solicitor Heiser left the meeting 
Zoning Officer’s Report


Zoning Officer Nicks issued nine permits. He issued one permit for a home addition, and a new home.  Three permits for accessory buildings.  He issued two Use and Occupancy permits and two final well inspections.  The two well inspections were on Zoo Road and contaminants were corrected with ultraviolet lights.  He attended five meetings: Supervisor, Planning Commission and two Growing Greener:  Conservation By Design meetings, public and one meeting with C & A Builder to re-test a well.  He completed three inspections: two inspections at the former Indian Trail Inn and one at Fletchers for two residents on same property.  He wrote a letter for Ferguson’s ice cream truck.  He created a new form for final well inspections.  Trish Brent of Berry Farm on Brent Road, Liberty Township, Fairfield inquired about installing a 14 X18 inch sign in Hamiltonban Township.  Zoning Officer Nicks can not issue a permit for a sign on someone else’s property.  Zoning Officer Nicks worked 37.5 hours, traveled 119 miles, had 52 telephone calls and telephone charges of $12.49.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to accept the Zoning Officer’s Nicks July 2006 Report, seconded by Chairman Benner.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
Treasurer’s Report


Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the July 2006 Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.

Secretary’s Report


Secretary/Treasurer Dille thanked Barbara Nicks for being the recording secretary at the last Planning Commission meeting.  Planning Commission Secretary Pamela Wiehagen was attending her mother-in-law’s funeral.  Secretary/Treasurer Dille was at special meeting for emergency funding to repair road damage that occurred during the rain storm on June 27, 2006.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve the July 2006 Secretary/Treasurer Report, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
Police Report


Officer Larmer gave the following July 2006 Police Report.  She had 40 complaints, ten arrests, seven investigations, three traffic citations, issued two warnings and had seven criminal arrests.  She traveled 1,047 miles, used 96 gallons of gasoline for 10.9 miles per gallons of fuel.  She thoroughly cleaned the 2000 Ford police car.  With the assistance from the Carroll Valley Drug Task Force, a drug raid was conducted on Mount Hope Road, Fairfield, PA.  It is time for a police department audit by the Commonwealth of PA.  Police Coordinator Reamer will be available if the audit takes place while Officer Larmer is on vacation.  She hopes to mark four new traffic control zones.  The marking material has been ordered and will be installed by the end of August.  She updated her August schedule to accommodate the beginning of Fairfield Area School District.  Police Coordinator Reamer has changed Officer Larmer’s schedule.  Officer Larmer will be working the dayshift on September 23, 2006 to be available during the Borough of Fairfield’s Pippinfest yard sales activities.  Officer Larmer reported that there are some tree branches that need to be trimmed on the C. E. William property on Beechwood Drive, Fairfield, PA.  Her files have been re-organized and logged.  Certified notices were mailed to the impounded vehicle owners. Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the July 2006 Police Report as presented, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
EMA Report  None at this time.

Road Report


Road Master Deardorff gave the following July 2006 Road Report.
1. The 2007 Ford XLT will be ready for pick-up next week.

2. The Fairfield portion of lower Cold Springs Road was re-established and stabilized following the June 27, 2006 rain storm.

3. The Fairfield portions of lower Cold Springs Road stormwater retention measures were completed and this area will be seeded. 
4. Hamiltonban Township was been approved for 75 % FEMA Funding and 25 % PEMA Funding for road damage that occurred during the Rain Storm of June 27, 2006.

5. The preliminary forms have been completed and filed with the proper FEMA Authorities. This complex process has started.

6. The Road Crew is working on various ditch problems.

7. Mowing along the shoulder of the roads is 75 % completed.

8. Two new driveway pipes were installed on Zoo Road, Fairfield, PA.

9. A new driveway permit was issued in the BB Section, Fairfield, PA.

10. The Road Crew will be starting to prepare for the 2006 Road projects, which hopefully will be completed in September.  The 2006 Road Project will be motor paving the Gettysburg side of Cold Springs Road ¼ mile to Highland Township line and ¾ miles on Zoo Road, Fairfield, PA.  

Road Master Deardorff made a motion to re-bid for emulsion oil for future road projects, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. The Township has current bids for the new paving material but the Township has decided to motor pave this year’s project areas.


Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve Resolution 04-2006 Designation of Agent, PEMA DAP-2, designating Road Master Jay Edward Deardorff as the agent for Hamiltonban Township, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Vice-Chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) Payment Enrollment Form, seconded by Road Master Deardorff.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve opening a new non-interest bearing checking account for the June 27, 2006 Rain Storm Damage, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 


The bids were opened for the sale of the Chevrolet one-ton with a minimum bid of $500.00.  There were three bids: Randy’s Pre-owned Cars and Trucks for $751.00, Gaudino Brother’s, LLC. for $608.00, and Kern Gordon for $511.00.  Road Master Deardorff made a motion to accept Randy’s Pre-owned Cars and Trucks for $751.00, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

The cross walk in front of the Fairfield Area School District (FASD) will need to be re-painted before schools starts.  

Supervisor Gordon stated he had information about obtaining cross walk signs for the middle of the cross walk in front of the FASD.  Officer Larmer responded that last Fall she had could have received the signs free but the Supervisors elected not to install the signs.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to precede with obtaining the free cross walks sign for the middle of the cross walk in front of the FASD at the intersection of Route 116 and Beechwood Drive, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to accept the July 2006 Road Report, seconded by Chairman Benner.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  

Sewer Report


Road Master Deardorff gave the following July 2006 Sewer Report.  

1. The new lagoon liner should be installed by the end of the month weather permitting.

2. The first effluent pump installed by Carl Frantz, Inc. was installed back wards.  Kappe Associates corrected the directional flow problems when they were measuring for the second effluent pump. 
3. A property owner has been contacted about selling some land so that the spray field could be extended.
4.   The two delinquent accounts have been paid in full.

Police Coordinator Reamer made a motion to accept the July 2006 Sewer Report, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  
New Business

Police Coordinator Reamer made a motion for Secretary/Treasurer Dille to respond in writing to the Pippinfest Committee and the Borough of Fairfield that Hamiltonban Township will not support or participate in any Pippinfest activities. The Township will not supply toilet facilities or trash pick-up.  Officer Larmer will be on duty Saturday morning. 


The U.S. Postal Service would like the Gastley’s to change the name of Valley View Lane to some other name because the Borough of Carroll Valley had a Valley View Trail.  The new postal equipment does not scan to the end.  The Gastley’s are receiving their mail without any problems.  The local Fairfield Post Office does not have a problem.  Adams County Mapping Department will change Gastley’s Valley View Lane to the 200 number range.  Hopefully, this will be satisfactory for all involved.
 
Road Master Deardorff made a motion to approve Police Coordinator Reamer and Supervisor Gordon to attend a grant writing course on October 2006 at Grantville, PA, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
Old Business


The new Fairfield Post Office property is checked twice a year for West Nile Virus.  


Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve a Resolution Authorizing Small Borrowing for Capital Purposes Under Section 8109 of the LGUDA for the 2007 Ford pick-up truck, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.

The next regular Board of Supervisors meeting will be September 5, 2006, starting at 7:30 PM at 23 Carrolls Tract Road, Fairfield, PA.


The next Growing Greener:  Conservation By Design meeting will be August 29, 2006 starting at 7:00 PM, at 23 Carrolls Tract Road, Fairfield, PA.
