Supervisors’ Workshop Minutes

August 31, 2006

Supervisors Present:  Chairman James E. Benner, Road Master Jay Edward Deardorff, Police Coordinator Coleen N. Reamer, and Supervisor Robert L. Gordon

The following tropics were discussed:

1. The driveway problem at 425 Jacks Mountain Road, Fairfield, PA 17320.

2. The correspondence received concerning the rain storm damage on the lower portion of Cold Springs Road, Fairfield, PA 17320.

3. The time it takes to complete the FEMA & PEMA funding forms.  The Road Crew has logged 316 hours so far on the rain storm damage items.  FEMA will include 10 % of total cost for administrative expenses.
4. Solicitor Heiser has the Empire Home’s sewer module for review and the inter-municipal agreement.

5. The dates for a joint Hamiltonban Township and Borough of Fairfield Planning Commissions meeting could be September 7 or 14, 2006.

6. Whitcombs’ on Mount Hope Road, Fairfield started to install a fence within the Township’s right-of –way.  Road Master Deardorff has consulted with them and they will move the fence back away from the curve on Mount Hope Road.

7. The Road Crew will mow the shoulders of the roads one more time before winter.  Presently they are trimming the weeds away from the signs and bridges.  There are a few places that need to be trimmed to allow school buses and large vehicles to pass under trees.  Road Master Deardorff always tries to complete this before school starts but the Road Crew has been working on the rain damage items and the sewer plant.
8. There was an article in the Hanover Evening Sun concerning Adams County Commissioners meeting on funding for parks, open space, and agriculture preservation. Supervisor Gordon was quoted in the article.  He responded to the article with a letter to the editor.  Police Coordinator Reamer also responded.
9. One zoning hearing should be held for Growing Greener:  Conservation By Design (GG:CBD), and three zoning district changes.  The ordinance changes will take a few months for the revises to be completed.  The Board would like a time line from the Planning Commission.

10. Mr. Cormany is hoping to complete GG:  CBD by October 2006.

11. Road Master Deardorff report that the new sewer liner in lagoon number 2 has been installed. The second pump effluent pump is backed ordered and will not be installed for at least two months.  The land addition to the sewer plant field is continuing to move forward.
12. Road Master Deardorff will instruct the road crew to start working on the 2006 Road project which will be 3/4 mile on lower the Gettysburg portion of Cold Springs Road and ¼ mile on Zoo Road.  Four cross pies will need to be replaced.

13. A joint repair was completed by ISP Minerals and Hamiltonban Township on Old Waynesboro Road.  ISP Mineral paid for the stone, Hamiltonban Township supplied the labor and the oil cost was divided in half.
14. There is no funding for a joint repair on Old Waynesboro Road by ISP Mineral this year.

15. Police Coordinator Reamer stated the second and final amendment for the police pension is on the September 2006 regular Board meeting agenda.

16. If the Township would like a representative on the Fairfield Municipal Authority Board a correspondence should be sent to the Borough of Fairfield Council.  The Fairfield Municipal authority would welcome a representative. When the Empire Home Development McGinley’s Choice is completed, there will be more connections in the Hamiltonban Township than the Borough of Fairfield.

17. When a park and recreation committee is established it would include the BB Section and the Carrolls Tract road areas.

18. Police Coordinator Reamer requested from the employees their wish list for the new facility.  She listed some of their requests.  The new facility will probably take two years to complete.

19. A newsletter should be sent to all property owners on  all the current changes to include new facility, GG:CBD, ordinance changes, and FEMA funding for Cold Springs Road.

20. There should be a private Township well for the new facility.  

21. Supervisor Gordon and Police Coordinator Reamer attended a meeting on well head protection and water supply. 

22. The Township is exploring different health insurance options to help control cost.

23. Mr. Cormany suggested reviewing Barrett Township’s ordinances for slope grade and Natural Land Trust (NLT) suggestions.  This was e-mail to the office and one copy is available for review.  

24. The NLT has suggested a building slope of 33% to 35 % in certain areas.
