Regular Meeting Minutes

June 5, 2007

At 7:30 PM Chairman Benner called the meeting to order and those present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of the Minutes


Chairman Benner made a motion to approve the May 1, 2007 Board of Supervisors’ meeting minutes, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 


Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the May 10, 2007 Board of Supervisors and Planning Commission joint meeting minutes and the May 31, 2007 Board of Supervisors’ Workshop meeting minutes, seconded by Chairman Benner.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Awarding of the 2007-2008 Bids


Road Master Deardorff made a motion to award the bituminous bid to the lowest bidder Valley Quarries, Inc., seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. Fayetteville Contractors, Inc. was the only other bidder.


Chairman Benner made a motion to award the low sulfur off road diesel and number two heating fuel to the only bidder McDannell Oil, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 


The Township received no bids for gasoline.


Road Master Deardorff made a motion to award the aggregate bid to the lowest bidder Valley Quarries, Inc., seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  Vulcan was the only other bidder.

Public Comment


Road Master Deardorff made a motion to approve Mr. Beckman of 1089 Iron Springs Road, Fairfield for a Customary Home Occupation Permit for a computer business, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  Zoning Officer Nicks stated that Mr. Beckman rents the house and the property owner does not have a problem with Mr. Beckman’s request for a Customary Home Occupation Permit for a computer business.


Mr. Morris of 1299 Old Waynesboro Road, Fairfield wanted to know if the Fountaindale Fire Company receives any funding from Hamiltonban Township.  The Township makes an annual donation to the Fountaindale Fire Company.  He dislikes the fire company using the fire trucks to travel between the Fire Company’s yard sale on Route 16 and the fire house.  He requested that the weight limit restriction on the Old Waynesboro Bridge on Old Waynesboro Road, Fairfield be re-issued.  Road Master Deardorff responded that this is a Penn-Dot maintained bridge therefore they are responsible for restricting heavy traffic on the bridge. Mrs. Morris complained that their neighbor was repeatedly shooting gun(s) on Memorial Day Weekend. They were shooting into the mountain.  The houses are located close to each other.  The Morris’s did not want to be shot by a stray bullet(s).  In the past they have made a complaint to the Hamiltonban Township’s Police Department.  Police Officer Larmer stated that Hamiltonban Township does not have any ordinances that prohibiting the firing of weapons for target practice.  Police Coordinator Reamer stated Officer Larmer will check for the proper safety distance allowed by gun safety laws.  Mr. Morris wanted a date when Old Waynesboro Road would be repaved.  Road Master Deardorff responded that this is on the schedule and will be completed as soon as possible but there are 33 miles of Township roads to be maintained with $90,000 budget.  ISP Minerals, Inc. and D. L. George donated $20,000 each this year, the Township will also spend $20,000 to repair and re-pave 3,000 feet of Old Waynesboro Road with a leveling course from below the ISP Minerals, Inc. lower entrance to the cross pipe at the Hillside Rest Home.  The Road will be closed to all truck traffic for at least one day.  This section of road is the first priority on the 2007 Road Repair Project List.  Tonight the bids were awarded.  The use of taxpayer funding requires that there are many step involved prior to construction.  ISP Minerals and D.L. George each promised $20,000 for next year.  A wearing course will be applied over this leveling course.

Planning Commission


Chairman Benner stated that Fairfield Fire and EMS Company Fire Chief Jacobs wants to ensure that the road surfaces in the townhouse section of the McGinley’s Choice Subdivision are at least 29 feet wide for emergency vehicles.  Mr. Hanna stated that there should be 32 feet because the latest design is 24 feet rolled curb, with four foot concrete sidewalk beside the rolled curb.  The grass section has been removed.  Chairman Benner made a motion to preliminary approve the McGinley’s Choice Subdivision with the following conditions: that the Fairham LLC. Preliminary Development Plan for the McGinley’s Choice Subdivision, which was approved by the Planning Commission, be approved subject to the following conditions:

a. Compliance with all applicable requirements listed on Exhibit “A”.  (This Exhibit will be attached to the minutes.) hereto and incorporated herein prior to Final Plan approval of the respective phrase of the development.

b. Note to be added to the Preliminary Plan that no site grading shall be performed between approval of the Preliminary Plan and approval of the Phrase 1 Final Plan.

c. The Phrasing Plan shall be updated annually and submitted to the Township not later than anniversary date of Preliminary Plan approval by the Township

d. The Michael and Tracy Paul statement agreeing to convey property to the Development shall be signed, dated and notarized as part of Preliminary Plan approval.

e. The owners/developer certification statement shall be signed, dated and notarized as part of Preliminary Plan approval

f. The Preliminary and Final Plans shall identify the applicant/developer to be legal property owner as per the name or names listed on the deeds of record on file in the Adams County Courthouse.

g. The drainage plan certification shall be signed as part of Preliminary Plan approval.

Supervisor Gordon seconded this motion.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Solicitor Heiser’s Report


Solicitor Heiser was not present to due to a continued public hearing in another municipality. William Rhoads, paralegal from Solicitor Heiser’s office, was present.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve Resolution 06-2007 approving the “Open Space Plan” as part of the Hamiltonban Township’s Comprehensive Plan, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 



Because Martin and Martin, Inc. Timothy Cormany amended the advertised ordinance changes to include comments made by Adams County Planning and Review per the Board of Supervisors requests, the ordinances need to be re-advertised.  Adams County Planning and Development’s review was received late and after the public hearing.

Zoning Officer’s Report


Zoning Officer Nicks gave the following May 2007 Zoning Officer’s Report.  He issued twelve permits.  He issued one permit for a home addition. Two well permits were issued. Three permits were issued for three new homes, three accessory buildings and three Use and Occupancy Permits.  He attended six meetings:  Supervisor’s, Planning Commission, Joint Workshop meeting, public and three meetings with Randy Reamer concerning the property at 4290 Fairfield Road, Fairfield.  He has not issued the Bollinger’s final well permit for their geothermal well because it was covered up before they called for the inspection.  Scriptures still has not received a Use and Occupancy Permit for their home addition from Middle Department Inspection Agency (MDIA).  It was reported that Richard Kemper of 1475A Mount Hope Road, Fairfield has installed a large water fall garden in his back yard.  Because of the size, a permit may be necessary.  MDIA has given Carl Bower, Jr., of 90 Sour Mash Trail, Fairfield, an additional 15 days to complete his home improvement/addition.  Mr. Bower’s Hamiltonban Township building permit has expired.  Mrs. Dawn Vinson, of 4751 Fairfield Road, Fairfield, did pass a final inspection from MDIA but MDIA failed to report back to the Township.  She has her day care license posted as mandated by the State.  Robert Bennett of 4530 Cold Springs Road, Fayetteville, PA appears to have cleaned-up his storage boxes and piles of stuff.  The back of this parcel is in Quincy Township.  Joe Benchoff, of Sunshine Trail, Fairfield, Carroll Valley Borough, requested placement of a sign in Hamiltonban Township.  Zoning Officer Nicks stated the location is in the State’s right-of-way but the placement is not allowed according to Hamiltonban Township’s Sign Ordinances.  The new owner of 30 Mickley Lane must use Mickley Lane for ingress and egress per the approved subdivision plan requirements.  The owners should not use Yankee Lane.


James Regnier would like to have four apartments and a professional office at 4301 Fairfield Road, Fairfield, PA.  After a discussion Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approved four apartments and one professional office space at 4301 Fairfield, Road, Fairfield if there is sufficient yard space and parking per the Hamiltonban Township’s Zoning Ordinances, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. Hopefully the three parking spacing spaces along the side of the house will be eliminated to allow safe passage of emergency vehicles.   Land and Sea Services LLC May 2007 monthly report is on file at the Hamiltonban Township office.  Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the May 2007 Zoning Officer’s Report, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Treasurer’s Report


Supervisor Gordon made a motion to invest $100,000 from the Hamiltonban Township General Account to a PLGIT Term General Account for six months at 5.18%, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 


Vice-chairman Benner made a motion to approve the May 2007 Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.

Expenditures Report



Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve the May 2007 Expenditures Report, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Secretary’s Report


Secretary/Treasurer Dille reported that the Township purchased a $160 shredder for $110 because of a Staples $20.00 immediate saving and a $30.00 mail in rebate.  Because Vice-chairman Eckert told Secretary/Treasurer Dille that Embarq will mail area telephone books to municipalities at no charge, the Township’s offices have up to date Waynesboro and Chambersburg telephone books.  Dale and Doreen Premo donated a 1989 Hewlett Packard Laser Jet Series II printer, an extra toner cartridge, filters and paper to the Township.  It will be an asset to the Township especially with large documents.  The Board thanked Mr. and Mrs. Premo for their donation.  Chairman Benner made a motion to approve the May 2007 Secretary’s Report, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Police Report


Officer Larmer gave the following May 2007 Police Report.  She had 57 complaints, two arrests, 2 investigations, 12 traffics, two warnings, and two criminals.  She traveled 1,079 miles, used 90.3 gallons of gas for 11.95 miles per gallons of fuel.  She has completed her annual certifications.  She is also up to date with UCR monthly reports.  Police Coordinator Reamer and Police Secretary Mattingly are also trained on how to electronically file the UCR report.  She participated in a tour of Site R along with other regional police departments.   New toggle switches have been ordered for the 2000 police vehicle.  Police Coordinator Reamer made a motion to approve the May 2007 Police Report, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

EMA Report


EMA Coordinator Wills and EMA Deputy Schneider attended training at the Adams County 911 Center.  Vice-chairman Eckert made a motion to approve the May 2007 EMA Report, seconded by Chairman Benner.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Road Report


Road Master Deardorff gave the following May 2007 Road Report.

1. The shoulders of the roads are being mowed after a 10 day equipment repair delay.

2. The Road Crew is ditching along the 2007 Road Project roads. Currently they are doing ISP Mineral hill.  They are ditching lower Cold Springs Road and  re-working the base/sub base.

3. Hopefully lower Bullfrog Road will be re-ditched next.

4. Cold Springs Road FEMA project is continuing with getting the utility poles re-located, excavations, pole replacements and sub-base surfaces.

5. On Mount Carmel Road a new drain will be installed so that the spring will drain properly.

6. Road Master Deardorff met with Fayetteville Contractors, Valley Quarries, and Adams Electric Cooperative, Inc.

7. Road Master Deardorff is planning the 2007 Projects. The approximate distance are:

· Old Waynesboro Road 3,000 feet

· Bullfrog Road 1072 feet

· Lower Cold Springs Road 786 feet

· FEMA Project Cold Springs Road 3,000 feet

· Mount Carmel Road 1,100 feet

8. Road Master Deardorff issued a driveway permit to George Gilbert for an additional driveway onto Mount Hope Road, Fairfield.

9. The Tiger Mower is scheduled to be here the week of June 5 through June 12, 2007.  First priority with the Tiger mower will be removing the brush on the blind turns in the Township.  This is the second year the Township has rented the Tiger Mower.

Robinson will be ditching Cold Springs Road., Fairfield the week of June 11 through June 15, 2007.  Cold Spring Road will be completely closed from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM.  This was been posted on the road and in the Gettysburg newspaper.


Vice-chairman Eckert reported that Penn-Dot just awarded their shoulder mowing contract.  It may be two weeks before the State roads are mowed.


Chairman Benner made a motion to increase the 150 watt, high-pressure sodium vapor, cobrahead streetlight to a 250 watt, high-pressure sodium vapor luminaire street light at intersection of Cold Springs Road and Carrolls Tract Road, Fairfield, PA, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 


Over the last seven years Road Master Deardorff has developed a working /cooperative relationship with ISP Mineral, Inc.  In the past there have been joint road repair projects.  This year and next year ISP Minerals Inc., D. L. George, Inc. and Hamiltonban Township will each contribute $20,000 for the re-construction of a section of Old Waynesboro Road, Fairfield, PA.  All local newspapers and the PSATS magazine received a news release.


Chairman Benner made a motion to approve the May 2007 Road Report, seconded by Police Coordinator Reamer.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Sewer Report


Road Master Deardorff gave the following May 2007 Sewer Report.  The propeller has been replaced on one of the aerators.  In the last two weeks the generator call alarm was installed.  The call order is Road Master Deardorff, Robbie Kauffman, John Harbaugh, and Howard Kessel.  The 2006 Annual Chapter 94 Report is completed and acceptable by DEP.  Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve the May 2007 Sewer Report, seconded by Vice-chairman Eckert.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

New Business


Road Master Deardorff made a motion to have Christian Handyman install a drop box in the business office front lobby for $230.00, seconded by Supervisor Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.   ISP Minerals Inc. has informed the Township that they intend to install a 5’ X 10” SD screen and one pan feeder used in the screening and crushing process to produce roofing granules.

Old Business


Supervisor Gordon made a motion to approve the updated Hamiltonban Township’s Personnel Policy, seconded by Chairman Benner.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 


There will be an Adams County Green Space Program to be held Monday July 16, at 7:00 PM at the Fairfield Borough Municipal building at 108 Main Street, Fairfield, PA 


The Board of Supervisor denied the Cross Central Community Center of South Mountain requested for donation at this time.


Secretary/Treasurer Dille drafted a correspondence to Peterbilt concerning the defective hub and seal.


The next Recreation and Park Commission meeting will be June 13, 2007 at 7:30 PM at 23 Carrolls Tract Road, Fairfield, PA 17320.


A black bear was killed along Route 16 in Liberty Township last week.  This could be the black bear that was seen on Mount Hope Road earlier this year.  Gladfelter’s clear cut a couple sections of their wood lots which may have disturbed the bear’s habitat.


The Township made the first of three annual payments to the York Adams Tax Bureau to repay the over payment of $34,194.00.  Each annual payment will be $11,398.


Supervisor Gordon represented the Township at the first Annual Spring Adams County Convention of Townships.
