Mr. Donaldson made a motion to approve the August 28, 2007 Planning Commission meeting minutes, seconded by Mr. Shriner.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

OLD BUSINESS

Camp Eder is still trying to complete their stormwater management plan.

Donaldson Fruit Farm Subdivision Plan nothing new to date.

Greater Ortanna Investment Subdivision Plan nothing new to date.

Daniel Sanders Zoning Hearing is schedule for September 27, 2007, starting at 7:00 PM at 23 Carrolls Tract Road, Fairfield, PA 17320.

Daniel and Shirley Scotts’ subdivision was preliminary approved with conditions at the August 7, 2007 Board of Supervisors’ meeting.  The stormwater management plan has not been completed yet.  The Scott’s have several items that need to be completed before Adams County Conservation District will give their approval.

Thomas Seltzer showed proof of a bond and his mylar was signed.

Orchard Estates Subdivision off Mount Hope Road

Terry Stem and Mr. Royer presented a change in the access to the property.  They would like to use the old farm access off Mount Hope Road as a deeded right-of-way to connect to the previously proposed private road.  There was a short discussion.  It was generally agreed that this would be a safer access to this subdivision than the original design.  Mr. Cormany stated he would like to see the right-of-way conform to the new proposed standards. He also stated that there should be a written correspondence stating the reasons for the change.  This should be submitted with the amended preliminary plans.

Valley Quarries, Inc. Subdivision

Mr. Donaldson made a motion to give final approval to the Valley Quarries, Inc. Three Lot Subdivision off Carrolls Tract Road, Bullfrog Road, and Route 116, seconded by Vice-chairman Jacobs. The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Wagerman Subdivision still needs their NPDES permit.  Today the access agreement was submitted to Hamiltonban Township.  It was faxed to Solicitor Heiser for his review.

NEW BUSINESS

Stanley Crilley of 810 Iron Springs Road, Fairfield, PA 17320 would like to lease parking spaces to the Iron Springs Brethren In Christ Church.  There maybe one or two parking spaces on the right side of School House Lane with up to 10 on the left side.  Mr. Crilley will need to complete the normal subdivision process according to Mr. Cormany.  Mr. Crilley is going to re-survey his property and start this process at that time.  He should also contact Penn-DOT and Adams County Conservation District.

Vice-chairman Jacobs made a motion to request that the Board of Supervisors

proceed with several zoning, subdivision and land development ordinances and several others ordinances per the Martin and Martin, Inc. Memorandum Dated September 10, 2007, plus a recreation and park ordinance dedicating land for recreation in lieu of fees seconded by Mr. Donaldson.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Solicitor Heiser has not contacted Chairman Benner as to how to implement the Fairfield Fire Company’s Standards into the Township’s Ordinances.

At 8:13 PM Mr. Shriner made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Mr. Donaldson.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 
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
