At 7:30 PM Chairman Musselman opened the meeting.

Chairman Musselman made a motion to approve the September 25, 2007 Planning Commission meeting minutes with the correction that the Planning Commission approved motions instead of the Board approved motions, seconded by Vice-chairman Jacobs.  The Planning Commission unanimously approved this motion. 

OLD BUSINESS

Camp Eder has completed their stormwater management plan. Martin and Martin, Inc.’s Mr. Kicks has approved the plan as long as a hard copy was submitted to confirm the electronic information.  On October 16, 2007 a hard copy was submitted.

Donaldson Fruit Farm Subdivision Plan Nothing new to date.

Greater Ortanna Investment Group (GOIG) Subdivision Plan

Plans were submitted to Highland Township and Adams County Planning and Development for the four lots in Highland Township.  They are waiting until their test wells are completed for the water study report before submission to Hamiltonban Township. Wells were drilled on lots 48 and 49 eighteen months ago.  Currently wells are being drilled on lots 45, 20, 21 and 23.  Lot 45 well is for sediment.  There are four lots proposed in Highland Township with 56 proposed lots in Hamiltonban Township.  Access to the development will be off Knox Road and Knoxlyn Road.  There is a three phase plan for development.  The first phase starts passed the existing farm house to lot 37.  Some lots will need to wait four years before development because of perc testing.  Presently the GOIG is upgrading the present farm road.  Adams County Conservation District has completed an inspection.  Road Master Deardorff will continue to monitor the roadway construction.  The area will need to be seeded and stabilized for erosion.  Chairman Musselman stated this is the Township’s first Growing Greener:  Conservation By Design Plan and everyone will need to be patient as the process continues.

Daniel and Shirley Scotts’ Subdivision Plan
· The DEP sewer module was submitted to DEP on October 5, 2007. 

· Mr. Weigandt’s has indicated that he is satisfied with the location of the boundary property line as delineated by Adams County Surveyors as the line is  presently marked and exists.  The entire length of the boundary line between the two properties traverses approximately 1,800 feet per Attorney Shultz correspondence dated October 10, 2007.

· There are several items that still need to be completed before Adams County Conservation District will give their approval.

Nothing new to date has been submitted.

Valley Quarries, Inc. Subdivision

The Board of Supervisors gave final approval for this plan.  The mylar has been signed and recorded at the Adams County Courthouse. 

Wagerman Subdivision
· Solicitor Heiser is waiting for the Wagerman’s attorney to return his telephone for clarification of a couple of items.

· Adams County Conservation District has found the erosion control plan inadequate.

NEW BUSINESS

Fairfield Mini-Mart

Mr. Mirchandani stated he would like to install a fuel tank to serve one gas isle with two dispensers at the Fairfield Mini-Mart.  This is a conditional use in the Mixed Residential Zoning District.  Parking is a concern.  There would be no parking in front of the store, with angle parking on the side and probably one way traffic flow. Because of cost, space and simplicity of the design, a canopy is not being installed.  The refueling location will need to be strategically located because of space.

There was a discussion about the process for the Hamiltonban Township Recreation and Park Commission’s Recreation Plan and the ordinance for impact fees.  

Chairman Musselman made a motion to request that the Board of Supervisors proceed with several zoning, subdivision and land development ordinances and several other ordinances updates, the final recreation and park ordinance dedicating land for recreation in lieu of fees plus including the list of the Hamiltonban Township 2008 Private Roads list in the private road section, seconded by Vice-chairman. Jacobs.  The Planning Commission unanimously approved this motion. 

The Hamiltonban Township 2008 Private Roads List includes Brite Lane off Mount Hope Road, Huffman Lane in Highland Township and Hamiltonban Township.  There was a discussion about Green Ridge Road in Franklin Township and Hamiltonban Township. A suggested name was Hickory Flat Lane.  For emergency services this lane needs to be renamed and properly marked.  The assigned house/address numbers are a confusing mix of numbers and alphabet letters.

Mr. Rood asked if there were two properties on a lane but only one dwelling, when the other dwelling is built could the lane need to be updated per the new private regulations?  The answer was yes.

OTHER:


The Gladfelter Tree Farm property of approximately 2,500 acres of land in Hamiltonban Township is for sale.  This is the largest single undeveloped property left in Adams County.  Local residents were hoping that another tree farm would purchase the property.  Today Zoning Officer Nicks had a meeting with a group from Williamsport, Pennsylvania, who would like to develop the property to include houses and recreation activities.  It was also stated that a five man group from Waynesboro were interested in the property.  There are a couple of Adams County groups who would like the opportunity to preserve some if not all of the land. 

FEMA is updating their flood plain maps.  There will be a public meeting on November 8, 2007 from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM at the Adams County Training Facility, 230 Greenamyer Lane, Gettysburg, PA 17325.

At 8:27 PM Vice-chairman Jacobs made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Mrs. Wiehagen.  The Planning Commission unanimously approved this motion. 
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
