Chairman Musselman called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

Mr. Donaldson made a motion to approve the November 27, 2007 Planning Commission Meeting Minutes, seconded by Mr. Shriner.  The Planning Commission unanimously approved this motion. 

The Planning Commission reviewed the meeting dates for 2008.  They would like to recommend that Planning Commission continues to meet on the fourth Tuesday of each month.  They would like the December meeting to be postponed one week to December 30, 2008 because of Christmas.

Donaldson Fruit Farm


Mr. David Donaldson representing this subdivision gave the following update.  Because he has had a conversation with Adams Conservation District Rusty Ryan, he believes that the Adams County Conservation District is satisfied with the Donaldson‘s Fruit Farm Subdivision Plan.  The Township received correspondence from the Adams County Conservation District dated December 6, 2007 stating Acknowledgement/Receipt of Administratively Complete Application.  There was a discussion about the Adams Conservation District, stormwater management designer Jack Powell, Martin and Martin, Inc. and the Donaldson’s coordinating all the final details for the completion of this subdivision.  When all details have been completed, the final plan should be reviewed by Martin and Martin, Inc.  Mr. Donaldson gave Mr. Cormany and the office a copy of the updated plan but not yet completed plan.  Mr. Donaldson asked if Hamiltonban Township is the only Township that requires the stormwater plan be recorded at Adams County Courthouse.  Carroll Valley also requires plans be recorded at the Adams County Courthouse.  It is part of the Pennsylvania’s mandated requirements.  Hopefully by next meeting all requirements will be satisfied and this plan will be ready for final approval. 


Solicitor Heiser has reviewed the road maintenance agreement and recommended that the following be added “that all right of way referred to herein are private and Hamiltonban Township shall have no responsibility whatsoever for any maintenance, repair or improvement to said right of way”.

Old Orchard Estates/Terry Stem

Mr. Stem and Mr. Royer represented this revised plan.  The private road will be designed and installed according the Hamiltonban Township’s Proposed Private Road Ordinance.  The entrance will be asphalt for 50 feet per Township ordinance.  Mr. Cormany commented on the grade of the private road.  Again it was mentioned that Adams County Conservation District and stormwater management plans sometime contradict each other.  This plan notes a tree easement for stormwater management.  Easements need to be clearly defined and maintained permanently.  The Township stills needs a correspondence stating that the first plan was withdraw and the reasons why another plan was submitted for clarity.

Wagerman’s One Lot Subdivision


Adams County Conservation District e-mail approval of the Wagerman’s E & S Plan.  The Mylar was signed and given to Mr. Royer.

Greater Ortanna Investment Group (GOIG)/Old Orchard Farm 


No one was representing this plan. This plan has not been formal submitted because a few requirements have not been completed to date.  The Township received the Adams County Planning and Development (ACP & D) 13 page review.  Martin and Martin, Inc. had a 36 item review.  Many of the comments were the same.  The ACP & D is also learning about Growing Greener:  Conservation By Design reviews.  A traffic study report was received from RETTEW but appears to be incomplete and confusing the terms vehicles and trips.  Aquafusion has completed a review of the water study report.  A point that needs clarified is how to create water storage.  There are many ways to accomplish this. 


Mrs. Wiehagen asked if a roadway was built on wetland. The answer was not yet. In a later phase a bridge will need to be built in one area because of wetland delineation. A section of the roadway was excavated and preliminary base installed.  The excavation areas have been seeded and stabilized.  The Township has seeded and stabilized recent ditch work along Knox Road.



There are two separate plans.  One is land development plan.  The other is a subdivision plan.  This development is in two municipalities- Hamiltonban Township and Highland Township.  


To maintain and permanently keep open space areas is a continuing legal issue that will be addresses by the homeowner association. Three lots do not have direct access to the open area.  There are Lots 50, 51 and 10.  GOIG have met the open space requirements.


Mr. Cormany briefly went over the 36 items on the Martin and Martin, Inc. review dated November 8, 2007.


There are many items that need to be clarified.


Perc and wells were placed where needed and therefore dictated where some lot lines were placed.


There was a medium length discussion on how important the first phrases of GG: CBD are so vital to the remaining plan process.  Sketches plan are very important which is different than the previously submission process.  Mr. Musselman would have liked to see more options as to the placement of the lot lines.  

Warner/ISP Mineral Inc. One Lot Subdivision


This subdivision was approved by the Planning Commission and Board of Supervisors.  This land will be a buffer zone for the mining operation.  It should not need to be rezoned.  There is a gas line right-of -way through the lot.

Ordinance Changes


Mr. Cormany had given ACP&D the ordinances to review.  The Township will need to clarify if Solicitor Heiser will review the changes or the next appointed solicitor. A public hearing date will need to be set.

Zoning Officer Nicks Report


Zoning Officer Nicks has been contacted twice concerning different zoning ordinances with the proposed shopping center at Route 116 and Iron Springs Road.  One question was could deliveries be made 24 hours/seven days a week and if there were any ordinances preventing a drug store in the shopping center.  Hamiltonban Township does not have any ordinances limiting either of these two questions.

Adjournment


At 9:01 PM Mr. Musselman made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Mrs. Wiehagen.  The Planning Commission unanimously approved this motion.
