Special Board of Supervisors Meeting Minutes

March 17, 2009

Supervisors Present:  Chairman Robert L. Gordon, Vice-chairman James E. Grinder, Police Coordinator Coleen N. Reamer, Supervisor James E. Benner, and Supervisor Dale J. Premo

Staff:  Solicitor Matthew Battersby, Secretary/Treasurer LuAnn Dille, Dale Gettel (Commonwealth Code Inspection Service, Inc.), and Wilbur Slothour (Land and Sea Services, LLC.)

Public:  No public was present

At 4:00 PM Chairman Gordon called the meeting to order.

Due to the recent changes in the Right-to-Know Laws meetings will no longer be tape recorded.

There was discussion about several properties with possible zoning and/or code violations.  Mr. Slothour and Mr. Gettel will cooperate with each other to resolve these issues.  Mr. Slothour will administer and enforce the Hamiltonban Township Well Ordinance as well as the proposed sign ordinance. Mr. Slothour stated that sign regulations vary greatly per the municipalities that he serves.  At 4:52 PM Mr. Slothour and Mr. Gettel left the meeting.

Solicitor Battersby was given a copy of the proposed joint bids for road department materials between Carroll Valley, Fairfield, Liberty Township, and Hamiltonban Township.  No action was taken.

Supervisor Benner made a motion to proceed with an easement agreement with Liberty Worship Center of the Assemblies of God, Inc. (LWC) and Hamiltonban Township for a shared driveway off Carrolls Tract Road, sharing cost of construction of the driveway at 60% from Hamiltonban Township and 40% from LWC and sharing the maintenance cost at 50 % from Hamiltonban Township and 50% from LWC, seconded by Chairman Gordon.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.  After the Board of Supervisors receives the agreement they will ask Solicitor Battersby to review it.

Martin and Martin, Inc. is in the process of drafting the driveway construction bid for the 210 foot shared driveway with LWC.  The final asphalt coat will be bid and installed after the LWC church construction is completed.  No action was taken.

Supervisor Benner made a motion to approve Pamela Wiehagen and Doreen Premo to attend Duties of Planning Commission training at Carlisle for $20 each, and Doreen Premo to attend a Growing Greener Conservation By Design training in Gettysburg for $20, seconded by Vice-chairman Grinder.  The Board unanimously approved this motion. 

Jay Edward Deardorff would like to farm more than the 3.82 acres that he is leasing now from the Township.  The Board would like to begin site planning, with possible installation of a buffer zone and stormwater management this summer.  An additional lease agreement would be needed. No action was taken.

At 5:13 PM Chairman Gordon made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Vice-chairman Grinder.  The Board unanimously approved this motion.
