Board of Supervisors Workshop

January 27, 2011

At 7:00 PM Chairman Gordon called the meeting to order. He announced that the meeting is being recorded for the sole purpose as a review aid in compiling the written minutes. 

Supervisors Present: Chairman Robert L. Gordon, Vice-chairman Coleen N. Reamer, Supervisor James Grinder, and Supervisor Douglas Woerner. Supervisor Harry Rood was excused from the workshop. Chairman Gordon stated that there was a quorum.

Staff Present: Secretary/Treasurer Deborah K. Feiler.

Public Present: None.

Township Business:

· Chairman Gordon stated to the Board that a proposal for an addition to the Township Agricultural Security Area has been submitted by Russell and Mary Ann Ryan. The Hamiltonban Township Agricultural Security Council, Hamiltonban Township Planning Commission and the Adams County Office of Planning and Development have reviewed the proposed addition have recommended to the Board to approve the proposal. There will be a public hearing regarding this at the February 1, 2011 Board of Supervisors meeting.

· The Board discussed the Tax Collection Committee (TCC) meeting report submitted by voting delegate Doreen Premo and expressed their feelings to a possible merger between the Adams County TCC and the York County TCC and eventually with the York Adams Tax Bureau.

· The Board discussed adopting a policy that would designate the Chairman to declare a CMV-only emergency. This would allow the road crew to exceed the normal daily driving time limits during an emergency.

· Roadmaster Harbaugh will be meeting with ISP Minerals and DL George & Sons to discuss the condition of Old Waynesboro Road and to see if they would be willing to donate funds towards the road project.

· Roadmaster Harbaugh was contacted by a representative from Stephenson Equipment who has a model 7740 Ford Tractor/Mower for sale. At this time the Board does not know what the cost of the tractor will be.

· Roadmaster Harbaugh priced out a new Ford F550 through a Co-star dealer. The whole package is estimated at $65,000. The Board discussed the possible sale or trade of the Ford F350.

· The Board may be submitting an application for the 2011 Community Development Block Grant Funding through the Adams County Office of Development and Planning. In order to submit the grant, we must show that the Orrtanna residents who utilize the Orrtanna Treatment Plant have household incomes that will not exceed the grant guidelines. At this time, we are just above the guidelines but we are still waiting on three surveys. This grant, if awarded, will help finance the construction of the new Orrtanna Treatment Facility.

· The Board touched on the status of the Orrtanna Wastewater Treatment Facility. There was nothing new to report.
· The Board discussed the police department’s use of the ENRADD unit. 

· The 2010 Community Block Development Grant contract has been executed by the Department of Community and Economic Development. The Board discussed starting bidding process for the ADA compliance handicap restroom project. 

· On Election Day a number of people expressed their concern with the back door step. The Board discussed adding a railing.

· Secretary/Treasurer Feiler will be on vacation January 31, 2011 thru February 4, 2011. There will be limited office coverage that week.

· Starting in 2011 the General Fund audit will have to be completed by a Certified Public Accountant as outlined in the loan agreement with F&M Trust. Musselman & Creager have been contacted and show interest. 

· Chairman Gordon asked the Board on their thoughts of opening an account with F&M Trust now that we have a banking relationship with that bank. A discussion followed.

· Chairman Gordon updated the Board with the status of the Township Campus Educational Project. The Board is waiting for the amended proposal from CS Davidson, Inc. for design and bid specifications.

· Nick Myers submitted his resignation from the Recreation and Parks Commission. The Board will formally accept his resignation at the February Board of Supervisors meeting.

· The Board discussed the outcome of the hearing with Grimms Garage.

· Solicitor Battersby is working on amending a holding tank agreement for a resident on Carrolls Tract Road.

· Chairman Gordon reminded the Board that Adams County Association of Township Officials has seven class topics available and to let him know if anyone is interested in any of those topics.

· Chairman Gordon announced that the Township entered into a contract with First Energy which provides reduced energy rates. The First Energy is recommended by PSATS.

· Vice-chairman Reamer stated that the Adams County Department of Agricultural Land Preservation is accepting applications for Round 10.

· The Board discussed Iron Springs Plaza and the use of urban traffic standards vs. rural traffic standards. Copies of the plans will be delivered to the Fairfield Municipal Authority, Fairfield Fire & EMS, and to Trans Associates for their review.

· The Board discussed their concerns as to the rising health insurance costs and what the Board can do to reduce the costs.

At 8:30 PM, the Board of Supervisors unanimously approved to adjourn the meeting.
