Board of Supervisors Workshop

March 29, 2012

At 7:00 PM Chairman Gordon called the meeting to order. He announced that the meeting is being recorded for the sole purpose as a review aid in compiling the written minutes.

Supervisors Present: Chairman Robert L. Gordon, Vice-chairman Coleen N. Reamer, Supervisor James E. Grinder, Supervisor Harry Rood and Supervisor Douglas Woerner. 

Staff Present: Solicitor Matthew Battersby, and Secretary/Treasurer Deborah K. Feiler. 

Municipal Authority Members Present: Laura Morgan, Jay McDannell, Donna Walker and William Shriner,  Jr.

Public Present: None.

Township Business:

· Chairman Gordon mentioned that just prior to the start of this meeting an executive session was held to discuss a legal and personnel matter.

· The future of the Orrtanna Treatment Plant was discussed in length. The Board, Solicitor Battersby and the Municipal Authority members talked about the offer from Pennsylvania American Water (PAW) to purchase the Orrtanna Treatment Plant. The deal is for the Township to build the infrastructure using Township funds before PAW would purchase the plant. The Municipal Authority members left the meeting at 7:40PM.

· Supervisor Rood asked the Board and the Solicitor for their thoughts of adding language to the Nuisance Ordinance that prohibits people from playing in public roads and leaving sports equipment in the public right-of-way. The Board discussed their thoughts on the subject. Solicitor Battersby left the meeting at 8:00PM.

· The Board discussed many items with regard to the Township Educational Campus - Phase I, including a change order that needs approval; the fueling station; garage door openers; the third salt storage bay; solar credits; the impound yard; security gates; updating of the radios per the FCC regulations; and what needs to be done at the 3759 Bullfrog Road property before it is vacated.

· Vice-chairman Reamer spoke to the Board of the Automated Red Light Enforcement Grant. She wants to start working on the project as soon as possible.

· Chairman Gordon summarized the March 27th Planning Commission meeting where the Planning Commission discussed the Engineer's review of the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinances (SALDO) revision. 

· The Board discussed the possibility having employees contribute a percentage towards their dependent health insurance costs. 

· The Board discussed the option of "going wireless" in the Township office. The cost of this would be a one time set up charge of $22.95 and monthly $6.49 for the lease of the router from CenturyLink. 

· Chairman Gordon addressed the Board with regard to the Adams County Council of Governments (COG) request to authorize the COG to participate with the Adams County Volunteer Emergency Services Assoc. (ACVESA) in hiring a third party consultant to study the County Emergency Services and to donate $150 to help pay for the cost of the consultant.

· Chairman Gordon mentioned that the Cohen Law Group will be speaking at the next COG meeting with regard to starting a group in Adams County called the Cable Consortium to negotiate cable franchise renewals with Comcast. Hamiltonban Township's franchise agreement is valid until 2020.

· Sealed bids for various road materials, line painting and various fuels will be opened at the April 3rd Board of Supervisors meeting.

· A Trinity Acres Lane resident will be attending the April 3rd Board of Supervisors meeting.

At 8:43PM, the Board of Supervisors unanimously approved to adjourn the meeting.
