Board of Supervisors Workshop

April 26, 2012

At 7:00 PM Chairman Gordon called the meeting to order. He announced that the meeting is being recorded for the sole purpose as a review aid in compiling the written minutes.

Supervisors Present: Chairman Robert L. Gordon, Vice-chairman Coleen N. Reamer (arrived at 7:19 PM), Supervisor James E. Grinder, and Supervisor Harry Rood. Supervisor Douglas Woerner was excused from the workshop. 

Staff Present: Secretary/Treasurer Deborah K. Feiler. 

Public Present: Fred Heerbrandt of Wm. F. Hill & Assoc., Inc.

Township Business:

· Chairman Gordon mentioned that the bid for the fueling station for the Township Educational Campus - Phase I has been advertised and that the bids will be opened at C.S. Davidson, Inc. on Monday, April 30th. The Board may award the bid at the May 1st Board of Supervisors meeting.

· Ms. Juanita K. Larmer submitted her resignation from the Recs and Parks Commission prior to the workshop.

· Action will be taken at the May 1st Board of Supervisors meeting with regard to moving to a four day work week from Memorial Day to Labor Day.

· Chairman Gordon mentioned that Diane Warner contacted the office and asked to be put on the Agenda for the May 1st Board of Supervisors Meeting.

· The Board discussed a request for a section of Five Forks Lane to be relocated. The Township engineer has been contacted regarding this request. Supervisor Rood suggested that language be added to the Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance revision with regard to relocating private lanes.

· The Orrtanna Treatment Plant was discussed in length. The Board and Mr. Heerbrandt discussed the H20 Grant and Request for Proposals (RFP) for engineering and design of a new plant. Mr. Heerbrandt stated that at this stage of the project it is difficult to estimate the cost of a new plant as there are many factors that have not been taken into consideration, such as Chesapeake Bay credits, the fact that there are no plans for the plant and there are many design questions that are still unanswered. He cautioned the Board to look at the history of the engineers submitting RFP's; a design may look like it costs less up front but the design you get may cost the Township more money in operating costs in the end.  Mr. Heerbrant left the meeting at 8:03PM. 

· Chairman Gordon mentioned that he met with Jeremy Shoemaker of GoRail earlier this month. Mr. Shoemaker would like the Township's support in promoting railroad transportation and asked that the Township oppose Senate Bill 49 and any efforts to over regulate railroads. The Board discussed this request and felt they needed more information regarding the Bill. 

· Chairman Gordon mentioned that he would like to have the Cohen Law Group review the Township's Cable Franchise Agreement, free of charge. He added that many municipalities in Adams County are having this done.

· The Board reviewed and discussed the fuel bids that were opened at the April Board of Supervisors meeting. The fuel bid will be awarded at the May 1st Board of Supervisors meeting.

· The Township Engineer emailed his update regarding the Cold Springs Culver Project. The Board discussed the engineer's report. Other items that were discussed with regard to the Road Department was a request for leave using the Family Medical Leave Act, the Roadmaster attending the PSATS Convention, and road department wages.

· Action will be taken at the May 1st Board of Supervisors meeting with regard to the Sewer Facilities Planning Module for Jeff and Lori Waite. 

At 8:36 PM, the Board of Supervisors unanimously approved to adjourn the meeting.
