Board of Supervisors Workshop

March 28, 2013

At 7:00 PM Chairman Gordon called the meeting to order. He announced that the meeting is being recorded for the sole purpose as a review aid in compiling the written minutes. He also stated that no public comment is heard and no official action is taken at the Workshop.

Supervisors Present: Chairman Robert L. Gordon, Vice-chairman Coleen N. Reamer, James E. Grinder, Harry Rood and Douglas Woerner.

Staff Present: Secretary/Treasurer Deborah K. Feiler. 

Public Present: Ken Walton, President of Specialty Granules, Inc. (SGI), Sean Delaney of Reed Smith, LLP representing SGI, Larry Fowler and Jim Izer.

Township Business: Road Department items that were discussed included the bids received through the Adams County Council of Governments for road materials; proposals that were received for the proposed purchase of a generator for the Maintenance and EMS Building; the Scope of Services from C.S. Davidson, Inc. for repairs to the Gum Springs Road bridge and the bridge inspection reports that were received from C.S. Davidson, Inc. for the bridges on Hickory Bridge and Moritz Roads; and the scheduling of an open house at the new maintenance facility.      

Vice-chairman Reamer suggested amending the Capital Improvements Plan to include a component for the Recreation and Parks Commission.

The Board considered proposals received from the York Adams Tax Bureau and Pennsylvania Municipal Service Co. for the collection of delinquent per capita taxes. J.P. Harris Assoc. has been collecting the delinquent taxes for the past several years and the Board feels it is time to evaluate other options.

Chairman Gordon stated that the Board has been doing their research regarding the rezoning application from SGI. They have talked with the Department of Environmental Protection and the Adams County Conservation District regarding this matter and have received and taken into consideration support and non support letters and emails from concerned citizens. Mr. Walton of SGI presented the Board with additional information regarding the remaining life of their existing facility.
The PennDOT Highway Occupancy Permit Applications for the Iron Springs Plaza are currently being reviewed by the Township engineers. 

A Well Construction Standards and Model Ordinance has been distributed to municipalities in Adams County for their review. The Hamiltonban Planning Commission will make their recommendations to the Board next month.

The Steering Committee for the Southwest Adams County Joint Comprehensive Plan will begin their review process for the Joint Comprehensive Plan draft. The Board discussed who should be on that committee.

Vice-chairman Reamer spoke of two events that the Fairfield Sesquicentennial Committee is sponsoring to commemorate the 150th Anniversary of the Battle of Fairfield. Historian Tim Smith will be giving a talk on the original forty-five plots and homes of Fairfield Borough in 1860 on May 15th and there will be a guided bus tour to commemorate the Battle of Fairfield on June 15th. 
At 8:24 PM the Board of Supervisors unanimously approved to adjourn the workshop.
