Monthly Meeting Minutes

April 2, 2013
At 7:00 PM Chairman Gordon called the meeting to order and welcomed the public. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. He announced that the meeting is being recorded for the sole purpose as a review aid in compiling the written minutes.

Supervisors Present: Robert L. Gordon, Coleen N. Reamer, James E. Grinder, and Douglas Woerner. Harry Rood was excused. There was a quorum.

Approval of the Agenda: The Board unanimously approved the Agenda with the addition of a discussion on radios under the Road Report.
Road Material and Fuel Oil Bids: Bids were opened and read aloud for various road materials and road oils, line painting, and various fuel oils. Bids were received from Hammaker East Ltd., Midland Asphalt Materials Inc., Valley Quarries Inc., Talley Petroleum Enterprises, Inc., and Ferrellgas. It was decided to award the bids at the end of the meeting. 
Public Comment: Solicitor Battersby recommended to the Board not to accept public comment regarding the SGI rezoning application due to the fact that there was a public hearing earlier in the month regarding the application and that hearing was closed at the end of that meeting. Dr. Paolini asked for more clarification of the Public Comment Policy and expressed his concern with SGI's presentation during the Public Hearing. Mr. Yoder, an attorney representing the Friends of Tom Creek which includes a number of Hamiltonban Township taxpayers stated that per the Pennsylvania Municipal Planning Code the Board can not take action on the SGI application as it was not advertised. Mr. Delaney gave his rebuttal. After further discussion, the Board decided to hold a special meeting to consider the SGI application.
Mr. Davies spoke on behalf of a group of citizens who live in the BB section, they are concerned with speeding in their neighborhood. Mr. Davies asked the Board to consider installing some type of speed control device to help control the speeding. Ms. Munck also stated that there is no STOP sign at the intersection of Sour Mash and Scotch Trails. The Board will look into this matter.
Approval of the Minutes: Supervisor Woerner motioned to approve the March 5, 2013 Board of Supervisors Meeting Minutes and the March 28, 2013 Board of Supervisors Workshop Meeting Minutes. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried unanimously. 
Solicitor’s Report: Solicitor Battersby presented his formal report at the meeting. He mentioned that he and Pennsylvania American Water Company are working on amending the Consent Order Agreement received from the Department of Environmental Protection for the sale of the Orrtanna Treatment Plant. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the Solicitor's Report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously. 
New/Old Business: Consideration of the SGI rezone application will take place at a special meeting to be advertised. 
Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to appoint Rob Lefever to an auto renewable seven year term to the Hamiltonban Township Agricultural Security Council. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to renew the Pennsylvania Uniform Construction Code Inspection Services with Land and Sea Services, LLC. Supervisor Grinder seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Gordon motioned to purchase a Kohler generator from Ketterman Electrical Services, LLC in the amount of $16,637. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Funding for this purchase will come from the Construction fund.

Chairman Gordon motioned to sign a contract with the York Adams Tax Bureau (YATB) to collect delinquent Per Capita Taxes. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to authorize Secretary/Treasurer Feiler to execute any necessary documents that may be required by YATB to transfer the collection of delinquent Per Capita Taxes from J.P. Harris Associates LLC to YATB. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Gordon motioned to appoint Coleen Reamer to the South West Comprehensive Plan Steering Committee. Supervisor Grinder seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report and Formal Approval of all Expenditures for the Month: Secretary/Treasurer Feiler submitted her formal report prior to the meeting along with the March Check Detail report. The Board reviewed the March financial statements. Supervisor Woerner motioned to approve all expenditures for the month of March and accept the Treasurer’s Report. Supervisor Grinder seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Secretary’s Report: Secretary/Treasurer Feiler submitted her formal report prior to the meeting. The Board reviewed the report. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the Secretary’s Report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Road Report and Sewer Report: Roadmaster Harbaugh submitted his formal Road Report prior to the meeting. Vice-chairman Reamer and Roadmaster Harbaugh scheduled a time to meet to inventory the old radios. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to donate any radio that can not be used by the Township to the Fountaindale Volunteer Fire Company. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the Road Report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Roadmaster Harbaugh submitted his formal Sewer Report prior to the meeting. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the Sewer Report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Planning Commission Report: Draft Planning Commission meeting minutes for March were distributed to the Board prior to the meeting. No action was needed by the Board of Supervisors. 
Recreation and Parks Commission (RPC) Report: Draft RPC meeting minutes for March were distributed to the Board prior to the meeting. No action was needed by the Board of Supervisors.
EMA Report: Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to authorize Don Wills to purchase mini-blinds for the EMA office at a cost not to exceed $50. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the EMA Report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Fire Company Reports: Chairman Gordon went over the March activity reports that were submitted by the Cashtown Community Fire Department and the Fountaindale Volunteer Fire Department. Cashtown responded to twenty-five calls two of which were in the Township and Fountaindale responded to sixteen calls three of which were in the Township.
Zoning Officer’s Report: Mr. Wilbur Slothour submitted his formal report for the month of March prior to the meeting. The Board reviewed the report and noted that one demolition permit was issued. Supervisor Woerner motioned to accept the Zoning Officer’s report. Supervisor Grinder seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Code Enforcement Officer’s Report: Code Enforcement Officer Bill Gardiner submitted his formal report for March prior to the meeting. The Board reviewed the report and noted that four violations have been cleared. Supervisor Woerner motioned to accept the Code Enforcement Officer's report. Supervisor Grinder seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
