Reorganization and Regular Monthly Meeting Minutes

January 6, 2014
At 7:00 PM Chairman Gordon called the meeting to order and welcomed the public. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. He announced that the meeting is being recorded for the sole purpose as a review aid in compiling the written minutes.

Chairman Gordon stated that Hamiltonban Township is a Township of the Second Class and by State regulation must reorganize tonight. 
Supervisor Woerner motioned to appoint Robert L. Gordon as temporary Chairman. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Woerner motioned to appoint Deborah K. Feiler as temporary Secretary. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously. 
Supervisor Woerner motioned to reappoint Robert L. Gordon as Chairman of the Hamiltonban Township’s Board of Supervisors. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously. 

Supervisor Woerner motioned to reappoint Deborah K. Feiler as Secretary/Treasurer with a treasurer’s bond of $500,000. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Dille motioned to reappoint Coleen N. Reamer as Vice-chairman of the Hamiltonban Township’s Board of Supervisors. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Dille motioned to appoint J. Edward Deardorff as Road Coordinator. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried. Chairman Gordon and Vice-chairman Reamer opposed. 
Supervisor Woerner motioned to appoint LuAnn Dille as Office Coordinator. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Woerner motioned to reappoint Coleen N. Reamer as the Orrtanna Treatment Plant Coordinator. Supervisor Deardorff seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Deardorff motioned to appoint Doug Woerner as the CDL Drug and Alcohol Coordinator and Safety Coordinator. Supervisor Dille seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Woerner motioned to reappoint Deborah K. Feiler as Right-to-Know Officer. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to retain John Harbaugh, Jr. as Roadmaster, James Eyler as full-time road crew employee, with David Mickley, William Shriner, and Richard Wivell as part-time road crew employees, Harold Kessel as sewer operator for the Orrtanna Treatment Plant, Carol Mattingly as clerical staff for the municipal office and road department, Donald Wills, Jr. as Emergency Management Coordinator and Richard Sam Ginn as Deputy Emergency Management Coordinator. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Deardorff motioned to approve the 2014 hourly wages for the Township employees as included in the 2014 budget. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Woerner motioned to reappoint C.S. Davidson, Inc. as the Township’s Engineering Firm, Matthew Battersby of Battersby Law Office as the Township and Sewer Plant Solicitor, Wm. F. Hill & Assoc, Inc. as the Orrtanna Treatment Plant Engineering Firm, Gil Picarelli, of KPI Technology as the Sewage Enforcement Officer, Trans Associates as the Township’s Traffic Engineering Firm, Walton Davis as the Township’s Zoning Hearing Board’s Attorney, Wilbur Slothour of Land and Sea Services, LLC as the Township's Zoning Officer, Bill Gardiner of Commonwealth Code Inspection Services as the Township's Code Enforcement Officer, and Natural Land Trust and Rob Thaeler of the Adams County Office of Planning and Development as the Township’s Planning Consultants. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried unanimously. All consultants were motioned with their current fee schedule and those fees are reimbursable to the Township by the developer.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to adopt Resolution 2014-01: Review and Report Fees for Subdivision and Land Development. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Woerner motioned to adopt Resolution 2014-02 that reappoints Musselman and Creager, LLP to audit all of the Township’s funds. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to adopt Resolution 2014-03 which reestablishes the Hamiltonban Township Fee Schedule for 2014. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to reappoint Dale J. Premo as the Vacancy Board Chairman. Supervisor Dille seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to reappoint William Shriner to a four year term on the Planning Commission. Supervisor Dille seconded. The motion carried unanimously. 

Supervisor Woerner motioned to appoint Jim Izer to a three year term on the Zoning Hearing Board. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to reappoint Jay McDannell to a five year term on the Municipal Authority Board. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to reappoint Dave Jones to a five year term on the Recreation and Parks Commission. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Woerner motioned to appoint Robert L. Gordon as Delegate and Coleen N. Reamer as Alternate Delegate to the Adams County Council of Governments. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously. 

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to appoint LuAnn Dille as Voting Delegate and Doug Woerner as Alternate Voting Delegate to the Adams County Tax Collection Committee. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Deardorff motioned to appoint Robert L. Gordon Representative and LuAnn Dille as Alternate Representative to the York Adams Tax Bureau. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Woerner motioned to reappoint Robert L. Gordon, Coleen N. Reamer and Don Wills, Jr. to the Southwest Joint Comprehensive Plan Committee. Supervisor Dedardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to appoint Coleen N. Reamer to the Middle Creek Trail Steering Committee. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Woerner motioned to retain Adams County National Bank, Pennsylvania Local Governments Investment Trust (PLGIT), and F & M Trust as the Township's depository banks. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to establish the Township meeting dates. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Woerner motioned to certify that Robert L. Gordon will be the Pennsylvania State Association of Township Supervisors (PSATS) Convention Voting Delegate. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Chairman Gordon stated that the Township follows the Federal mileage allowance which is currently $0.56. 
At 7:31 PM Supervisor Woerner motioned to adjourn the reorganization meeting. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried unanimously. 
At 7:32 PM Chairman Gordon called the January Board of Supervisors meeting to order.

Approval of the Agenda: The Board unanimously approved the Agenda.

Public Comment: None.
Approval of the Minutes: Supervisor Woerner motioned to approve the December 3, 2013 Board of Supervisors Meeting Minutes and the December 19, 2013 Board of Supervisors Workshop Meeting Minutes. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried. Supervisors Deardorff and Dille abstained as they were not participating members of the Board at that time. 
Solicitor’s Report: Solicitor Battersby presented his formal report at the meeting. A Conditional Use Application was submitted on December 23, 2013 by Specialty Granules Inc. As part of the application, a public hearing must be held. Secretary/Treasurer Feiler will contact the school to see when the auditorium can be reserved.

Solicitor Battersby is working with the Attorney representing Hickory Bridge Farm Restaurant in obtaining a liquor license for the restaurant. A special public Board meeting will need to be held as part of the liquor license application. 

Supervisor Woerner motioned to accept the Solicitor's Report. Supervisor Dille seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Mr. Walton, Mr. Delaney and Solicitor Battersby left the meeting at 7:53 PM.
New Business: Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to approve Ordinance 2014-01: Township Well Ordinance along with the Adams County Construction Standards and Material Specifications for Wells and Geothermal Systems. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously. This Ordinance repeals Well Ordinance 2006-01 and Geothermal Well Resolution 2008-03.

Supervisor Woerner motioned to approve Chairman Gordon, Vice-chairman Reamer, Supervisor Deardorff and Roadmaster Harbaugh to attend the Annual PSATS Educational Conference and Trade Show, April 13-16, 2014. Supervisor Dille seconded. The motion carried unanimously. 

Supervisor Dille motioned to join the Adams County Economic Corporation with a membership cost of $300. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report and Formal Approval of all Expenditures for the Month: Secretary/Treasurer Feiler submitted her formal report prior to the meeting along with the December 2013 Check Detail report. The Board reviewed the December financial statements. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to approve all expenditures for the month of December and accept the Treasurer’s Report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Secretary’s Report: Secretary/Treasurer Feiler submitted her formal report prior to the meeting. Supervisor Woerner motioned to accept the Secretary’s Report. Chairman Gordon seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Road Report and Sewer Report: Roadmaster Harbaugh submitted his formal Road Report prior to the meeting. The Board reviewed the Report. Supervisor Woerner motioned to accept the Road Report. Chairman Gordon seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to withdraw the offer to sell the Ford F-350 to the Fairfield Municipal Authority and retain the F-350, as the value of the truck and the money invested in it is more valuable than the money the Township would get for selling the truck. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Roadmaster Harbaugh submitted his formal Sewer Report prior to the meeting. The Board reviewed the report and discussed the decommissioning of the spray fields. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the Sewer Report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Planning Commission Report: Draft Planning Commission minutes were distributed to the Board prior to the meeting. No action was needed by the Board of Supervisors. 
Recreation and Parks Commission (RPC) Report: No meeting was held in December.
EMA Report: EMA Coordinator Wills stated there was nothing new to report. 

Fire Company Reports: Chairman Gordon went over the December activity report that was submitted by the South Mountain Fire & Ambulance Department. South Mountain responded to six calls two of which were in the Township. 
Zoning Officer’s Report: Mr. Wilbur Slothour submitted his formal report for the month of December and the year end report prior to the meeting. The Board reviewed the report and noted that one building and one zoning permit were issued in December. Fifty-two permits were issued in 2013 and $8,016.17 was collected in fees. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the Zoning Officer’s report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Code Enforcement Officer’s Report: No formal report was submitted for the meeting. Mr. Gardiner keeps the Board posted via regular emails.
