Regular Monthly Meeting Minutes

May 6, 2014
At 7:00 PM Chairman Gordon called the meeting to order and welcomed the public. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. He announced that the meeting is being recorded for the sole purpose as a review aid in compiling the written minutes.

Supervisors Present: Robert L. Gordon, Coleen N. Reamer, Douglas Woerner, LuAnn Dille, and J. Edward Deardorff.
Staff: Solicitor Matthew Battersby, Secretary/Treasurer Deborah K. Feiler, and EMA Coordinator Don Wills, Jr. 
Public: Jim Izer, James Grinder, Theresa Scripture, Tim Dull, Dave Martin of the Fountaindale Volunteer Fire Department, and Rick Fulton of the Emmitsburg News Journal. 
Approval of the Agenda: The Board unanimously approved the agenda.
Public Comment: Mr. Grinder asked the Board if Secretary/Treasurer Feiler could post some information on the Township website regarding a July 4th Veteran's Pork BBQ that he and Sanders Square are sponsoring. All proceeds will be donated to the Wounded Warriors Foundation. The Board granted his request.
On behalf of the Recs and Parks Commission (RPC), Terry Scripture asked if the Board is going to disband the RPC or if they are still interested in having the Commission work on their current projects which includes the three acre Township Park. She stated that the RPC received fifty-seven Township Park Surveys and that seventy-five percent of the surveys were in favor of a Township park. She continued by stating that the Commission was surprised that the Board voted down joining the Fairfield Area Recreation Commission after all the work the RPC put into it. The RPC would like to know where the Board stands in the way of creating a Township park. Chairman Gordon stated that Board will address this topic under the RPC Report.
Approval of the Minutes: Supervisor Woerner motioned to approve the April 1, 2014 Board of Supervisors Meeting Minutes and the April 24, 2014 Board of Supervisors Workshop Meeting Minutes. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously. There was an executive session just prior to this meeting to discuss a legal issue.
Solicitor’s Report: Solicitor Battersby presented his formal report at the meeting. He stated that he received a phone call from the Zoning Officer looking for direction on a request from Strawberry Hill Nature Preserve to put up a banner across Mt. Hope Road for a special event that they will be holding. The Township does not have an ordinance addressing this circumstance. Solicitor Battersby stated he needs more information from Strawberry Hill before he can make a determination. Solicitor Battersby also mentioned that everything is moving along smoothly with the purchase of the equipment for the pumping station at the Orrtanna Treatment Plant. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the Solicitor's Report. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Solicitor Battersby left the meeting at 7:10 PM.
New Business: Bids were opened and read aloud for various road project materials, aggregate, line painting, and various fuel oils. Bids were received from Hammaker East, Ltd., Valley Quarries, Inc., Alpha Space Control Co., Inc., Talley Petroleum Enterprises, Inc., and Shipley Energy. 
Supervisor Deardorff motioned to award the bid for line painting to Alpha Space Control Co., Inc. who bid $0.094 per foot for double yellow traffic line and $0.047 per foot for single white fog line. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Alpha Space Control Co., Inc. was the only bidder for line painting.

Supervisor Dille motioned to award the bid for propane and home heating oil to Shipley Energy who bid a fixed price of $3.499 per gallon for home heating oil and $1.999 per gallon for propane. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Shipley was the only bidder for these items.

Supervisor Woerner motioned to award the bid for rental of a tri-axle dump truck with operator, chipper with operator, rubber tire roller with operator and CRS-2 oil to Hammaker East, Ltd. who bid $90 per hour for the rental of a tri-axle dump truck, $240 per hour for the rental of chipper with operator, $115 per hour for a rubber tire roller with operator, and $2.18 per gallon for CRS-2 (E-3) oil. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Hammaker East, Ltd. was the only bidder on these items.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to award the bid for 87 octane gasoline and on-road diesel fuel to Talley Petroleum Enterprises, Inc. who bid a fixed price of $3.2945 per gallon of 87 octane gasoline and a fixed price of $3.4984 per gallon for on-road diesel fuel. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Talley Petroleum Enterprises, Inc. was the only bidder for gasoline and diesel.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to award the bid for various aggregate to Valley Quarries, Inc. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Valley Quarries, Inc. was the only bidder for aggregate. They bid the following per ton for pick up at the Fairfield Quarry and for delivery, respectively: $95.00 and $98.55 for cold patch; $11.00 and $13.55 for anti-skid; $15.00 and $18.55 for rip rap; $10.50 and $13.05 for AASHTO #1; $12.00 and $14.55 for ASSHTO #8; $10.50 and $13.05 for AASHTO #57; $6.75 and $9.30 for #2A stone; $10.50 and $13.05 for AASHTO #3; $11.00 and $13.55 for AASHTO #4; and $10.50 and $13.05 for AASHTO #67.
Supervisor Deardorff motioned to direct Liberty Worship Center to replace the Red Cedar trees with Leyland Cypress trees as established by the approved plans. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to put the Gum Springs Road Bridge Project out to bid. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

In an effort to save on Engineering costs, Supervisor Deardorff motioned to have C.S. Davidson, Inc. perform the primary inspections and the Township perform the secondary inspections for the Gum Springs Road Bridge Project. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Dille motioned to approve Resolution 2014-12: Municipal Promulgation. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Prior to the meeting, Calvin Bream asked that the Board consider asking PennDot, for safety reasons, to remove or reduce the passing zone that is in front of his driveway on Carrolls Tract Road. This request was discussed at length at the April Workshop. Supervisor Deardorff motioned to inform Calvin Bream that he should relocate his driveway on Carrolls Tract Road. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to approve Resolution 2014-13: Resolution objecting any future consideration that would diminish the conservation of the Glatfelter Tree Farm #1. Chairman Gordon seconded. A discussion was held regarding the motion. The Board was divided on this matter and each Supervisor defended their stance. A roll call vote was taken: Supervisor Woerner - Abstained; Supervisor Deardorff - Abstained; Supervisor Dille - Nay; Supervisor Reamer - Yea; Supervisor Gordon - Yea. The motion was passed two to one. Supervisor Deardorff changed his vote to: Nay. The motion died as the vote was now tied. Supervisor Deardorff stated that he originally abstained from the vote as he was not a Supervisor at the time and not involved with this matter.
Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to put out a Request for Proposal for a Township Traffic Engineer. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously. This is needed as the current Traffic Engineer's local office is closing, leaving the closest office in State College.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to approve a purchase amendment for a snow plow for the F-550 in the additional amount of $1,300. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Deardorff updated the Board with the status of the purchase of the F-550 which came in as white instead of red as requested, and that repairs are being done to the JCB Skid Steer. 

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to approve the purchase of brushes for the discharge broom with the approximate cost of $600. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to approve the purchase of T-111 siding to fix up the former police shed. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to put the Cold Springs Road second pipe project out to bid and to keep the road open during construction. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Deardorff motioned to put the Sour Mash Trail paving project that includes a wearing and leveling course out to bid. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to move to a four, ten hour day work week for the road crew and a four, nine hour day work week for the Secretary/Treasurer from Memorial Day thru Labor Day, subject to re-evaluation according to work production. Supervisor Woerner seconded. Supervisor Deardorff expressed his concerns. The motion carried unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report and Formal Approval of all Expenditures for the Month: Secretary/Treasurer Feiler submitted her formal report prior to the meeting along with the April 2014 Check Detail Report. The Board reviewed the April Financial Statements. Supervisor Woerner motioned to approve all expenditures for the month of April and accept the Treasurer’s Report. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Secretary’s Report: Secretary/Treasurer Feiler submitted her formal report prior to the meeting. Supervisor Deardorff motioned to accept the quote from Len Dick Signs for adding tracks that hold changeable letters to the Township sign, not to exceed $600. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Secretary/Treasurer Feiler also added that she tried to set up a Facebook Page for the Township. Terry Scripture volunteered to help customize the page. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the Secretary’s Report. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Road Report and Sewer Report: Roadmaster Harbaugh submitted his formal Road Report prior to the meeting. Roadmaster Harbaugh was excused from the meeting. The Board reviewed his report. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to accept the Road Report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Roadmaster Harbaugh submitted his formal Sewer Report prior to the meeting. Vice-chairman Reamer updated the Board on the Muffin Monster that needs repair. Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to expend the funds that it is needed to repair the Muffin Monster. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Supervisor Woerner motioned to accept the Sewer Report. Supervisor Dille seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Vice-chairman Reamer motioned to approve an expenditure of $790 for garage door opener antennas. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Planning Commission Report: Draft Planning Commission minutes were distributed to the Board prior to the meeting.  
Supervisor Dille motioned to approve the Subdivision for Leon R. Baker as recommended by the Planning Commission. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Dille motioned to approve the DEP Request for Planning Waiver and Non-Building Declaration for Leon R. Baker as recommend by the Planning Commission. Supervisor Deardorff seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

Recreation and Parks Commission (RPC) Report: Draft RPC minutes were distributed to the Board prior to the meeting. Vice-chairman Reamer summarized the RPC's request for direction from the Board on how they should proceed with the proposed three acre Township Park. Chairman Gordon motioned to thank the volunteers that serve on the RPC for their service and to direct the Commission to continue to work on the projects that they are currently working which includes the three acre Township Park and the Middle Creek Trail Study. Vice-chairman Reamer seconded. There was a discussion regarding significance of the Township Park Survey that was sent out with the Budget Message. The Fairfield Area Recreation Commission project which was voted down in February 2014 was also brought up. It was decided that the Board should have a 
joint meeting with the RPC at their June 11th meeting so that the RPC can brief the Board on the projects that they are working on. The motion carried unanimously.

EMA Report: No report was submitted. 
Fire Company Reports: Chairman Gordon went over the April activity reports that were submitted by the Fountaindale Volunteer Fire Department, Cashtown Community Fire Department, and South Mountain Fire and Ambulance Department. Within the Township, Fountaindale responded to four calls, Cashtown responded to one call, and South Mountain responded to two calls. Chief Martin announced that Fountaindale Volunteer Fire Department and Fairfield Fire and EMS are holding a golf tournament on June 20th at the Liberty Mountain Resort and Conference Center.
Zoning Officer’s Report: Mr. Wilbur Slothour submitted his formal report for the month of April prior to the meeting. The Board reviewed the report and noted that seven building/zoning permits and one well permit were issued. Permits were issued for 375 Carrolls Tract Road, 445 Carrolls Tract Road, 10 McDannell Lane, 1013 Fairfield Station Road, 135 Bourbon Trial, 10 Scotch Trail, and 1395 Jacks Mountain Road. Supervisor Deardorff motioned to accept the Zoning Officer’s report. Supervisor Woerner seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
Code Enforcement Officer’s Report: No formal report was submitted for the meeting. Mr. Gardiner communicates with the Board via regular emails. 

Special Notices: None.
Old Business: Supervisor Dille mentioned that she attended the April York Adams Tax Bureau meeting and that she, as indicated by the Board, voted to retain the $50,000 unallocated funds and that motion was approved.
