AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HAMILTONBAN,

ADAMS COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA AUTHORIZING THE ENTRY INTO

INTER-MUNICIPAL COOPERATIVE POLICE AGREEMENT WITH THE BOROUGH OF CARROLL VALLEY, THE BOROUGH OF FAIRFIELD

AND THE TOWNSHIP OF LIBERTY


WHEREAS, the Township of HAMILTONBAN, Adams County, Pennsylvania intends to enter into the INTER-MUNICIPAL COOPERATIVE POLICE AGREEMENT with the Borough of CARROLL VALLEY, the Borough of FAIRFIELD, and Township of LIBERTY to provide mutual aid law enforcement services in HAMILTONBAN Township, CARROLL VALLEY Borough, and FAIRFIELD Borough and LIBERTY Township respectively from date approved by each municipality for one year with succeeding one year terms, unless terminated earlier in accordance with the terms of the Agreement; and


WHEREAS, Section 1507 of the Pennsylvania Township Code, as amended, and Section 1202(35) of the Pennsylvania Borough Code, as amended, authorizes the entry into joint agreements for the provision of police services in other municipalities; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of the Township of HAMILTONBAN desires to enact, adopt and ordain an Ordinance authorizing INTER-MUNICIPAL COOPERATIVE POLICE AGREEMENT pursuant to the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, 53 Pa. C.S.A. §2301, et seq.

WHEREAS, the INTERMUNICIPAL COOPERATIVE POLICE AGREEMENT shall become effective when the Board if Supervisors of the Township of HAMILTONBAN and the Board of Supervisors of the Township of LIBERTY and the Borough Council of CARROLL VALLEY Borough and the Borough Council of FAIRFIELD each separately enacts, adopts and ordains an Ordinance authorizing its respective entry into the INTER-MUNICIPAL COOPERATIVE POLICE AGREEMENT, effective no later than 12:01 o’clock A.M. on December 2, 2008.


NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Supervisors of the Hamiltonban Township HEREBY ENACTS, ADOPTS AND ORDAINS as follows:


SECTION I:
 The Township of HAMILTONBAN is hereby authorized to enter into the INTER-MUNICIPAL COOPERATIVE POLICE AGREEMENT, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit “A”, with the Borough of CARROLL VALLEY of Adams County, Pennsylvania pursuant to which the police department of the Borough of Carroll Valley will be empowered to act as police officers of the Township of Hamiltonban and the police department of the Township of Hamiltonban will be empowered to act as police officers of the Borough of Carroll Valley pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Agreement.


The Township of HAMILTONBAN is hereby authorized to enter into the INTER-MUNICIPAL COOPERATIVE POLICE AGREEMENT, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit “B”, with the Borough of FAIRFIELD of Adams County, Pennsylvania pursuant to which the police department of the Borough of Fairfield will be empowered to act as police officers of the Township of Hamiltonban and the police department of the Township of Hamiltonban will be empowered to act as police officers of the Borough of Fairfield pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Agreement.


The Township of HAMILTONBAN is hereby authorized to enter into the INTER-MUNICIPAL COOPERATIVE POLICE AGREEMENT, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit “C”, with the Township of LIBERTY of Adams County, Pennsylvania pursuant to which the police department of the Township of Liberty will be empowered to act as police officers of the Township of Hamiltonban and the police department of the Township of Hamiltonban will be empowered to act as police officers of the Township of Liberty pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Agreement, and;


SECTION II:  The Chairman of the Board of Supervisors of Township of Hamiltonban and the Secretary of the Township are hereby authorized and directed to execute the INTER-MUNICIPAL COOPERATIVE POLICE AGREEMENT with the Borough of Carroll Valley, Borough of Fairfield, and the Township of Liberty on behalf of the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Hamiltonban.  


SECTION III:  Any Ordinance or any parts of any Ordinances, conflicting with this Ordinance be and the same are repealed insofar as the same affect this Ordinance.


SECTION IV:  This Ordinance is entered into under the authority of the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, 53 Pa. C.S.A. §2301, et seq.
